In Case of Emergency

¥ If you hear the emergency fire alarm, or are told by
designated evacuation personnel, immediately begin
evacuation procedures to the designated areas.

¥ Do not return to the building until you are instructed
by UTPD. Follow the instructions of CS Dept. Fire
Wardens (identified by their badges) or the emergency
response personnel.

¥ Never usetheelevators.

¥ Evacuate to the assembly area. If your progress to the
primary assembly area is impeded, proceed to the
alternate assembly area.

Evacuation plan and designated assembly areas for Taylor Hall:

Occupants of:

TAY BASEMENT, TAY 3, TAY 4and TAY 5— Access the nearest stairwell and exit
the building, proceeding to the primary assembly area.

TAY 2 - Exit TAY to the north or south by the nearest stairwell or breezeway exit,
proceeding to the primary assembly area. If the stairwell is blocked or inaccessible,
proceed to the secondary assembly area.

Assembly Areas

Primary Assembly Area — East Mall, a minimum of 50’ away from building.
Secondary Assembly Area — North Side of 24™ St.

NOTE: it you see smoke, flames, smell something burning, or become aware of
another emergency that may require evacuation of the building,

immediately:
